Family Devotion — Lesson 3

R MEMORY VERSE — Revelation 4:11
“Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honor and power: for thou hast created all things,
and for thy pleasure they are and were created.”

e (God’s creation is for Him. It is a reflection of Him—Hlis glory, honor, and power.
e “The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firmament sheweth his handiwork” (Ps.19:1).
e (Genesis chapter one teaches us that God created all things (Gen.1:1). Creation was not an accident.
e Notice how powerful God’s word was in creation. Read Genesis 1:1-8.
e (God spoke, and it was so:
“...Let there be light: and there was light” (Gen.1:3).
“...Let there be a firmament [space] in the midst of the waters...and it was so” (Gen.1:6,7).
e (God’s word (Bible) records how God’s word (spoken) created everything.
e To this day, WATER and LIGHT remain the most valuable sources of LIFE.
e Water and light remind us of God’s word:
God’s word is like water (Eph.5:26) (Ps.119:9).
God’s word is like light (Ps.119:105,130)

e Jesus said, “The words that | speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life” (Jn. 6:63).
